Compass Card TIPS
All monthly transit passes are now sold on the Compass Card. Here are some tips to
note:
� When purchasing your pass, remember to choose between a calendar monthly

pass which is valid from the first to the last day of the month or a 30-day pass,
which is valid starting with the day you
purchase it and expires after 30
consecutive days.

� To avoid long lines at customer service
centers or busy signals when calling 511,
you may purchase your calendar monthly
pass as early as the 20th of the month
prior. For example, a July monthly pass
can be purchased on June 20.

� A 30-day pass can be purchased at any
time of the month.

� Passes and reloads are conveniently sold
at station Ticket Vending Machines and
online at www.511sd.com/compass.
For reloads online you must allow up to
3 days for processing.

� Register your card by calling 511 (say
“Compass” at the prompt) so you can
have your pass replaced if lost or
stolen. �
